Sean Gertner discussed the goals of a subcommittee which will be to produce a plan for 
redevelopment of the former landfill site.  Mr. Gertner added that the subcommittee can 
produce a recommendation for the redevelopment agency and council to consider for the 
site. 
 
Mr. Lowe reported that he had met with range officer Sergeant Baranyay and a 
representative from Remington, Vernick, and Vena engineers to discuss proposed site for 
firing range.  Mr. Lowe commended the efforts of Sergeant Baranyay concerning the 
firing range. 
 
Mr. Davis reported that topography and staking of the site “has been done” and added 
that due to the small size of the range, there is no need to file an application with the New 
Jersey Department of Environmental Protection.  Mr. Davis further added that the 
proposed location of the range does not encroach on the former landfill site and has been 
angled to allow for installation of solar fields. 
 
Mr. McComas asked the cost for lead remediation of the range. 
 
Chairman Robbins stated that the engineer should be contacted to provide a cost estimate 
for the proposed range.

Redevelopment Agency secretary Dugan reported that a gas station has been proposed for 
the former Fantasies site on Route 70 with requests for certified lists of property owners 
received for the site.
